Through my 
work, I aim to better understand my relationship with independence, vulnerability, fears and isolation, and takes an outsider’s perspective 
on the human experience at the scale of both the miniature and the massive. Elements of my personality and sense of humor bring a 
lighthearted irony to the heavier conceptual themes found in my artistic practice. My paintings examine my lineage as an animal, as an 
artist, and as myself, through my own personal evolution and development.“
